 Instructions to Authors
The journal publishes original scientific papers, review articles and reports from the field of landscape management, water management, forest management, forest engineering. Papers are published in English. The author is fully responsible for the originality of the paper and formal correctness. Papers intended for publication should be sent in electronic version to e-mail: JLM.LDF@mendelu.cz 
Manuscript layout: Microsoft Word should be used. Paper size A4 with margins of 2.5 cm, full text divided into two columns. 
Writing: Arial font style, size 10, single spacing, do not use bold, underlining or any other way of text highlighting.
Text alignment: to the block, chapter titles aligned to the left, article title and authors’ names aligned to the center. 

Figures: photos, maps, graphs, illustrations and diagrams should be numbered according to the order in which they are included in the text using Arabic numerals. The caption is placed below the figure. All figures should be black and white (not coloured). Graphs should be provided in Microsoft Excel and stored with original data. Raster pictures should be submitted in JPEG format and must be of high quality (minimum 300 dpi resolution) and of sufficient dimensions for printing. Example: Fig. 1 Surface, growing stock and 10-year harvesting volume in the studied object
Tables: are to be numbered with Arabic numerals in the order in which they are referred to in the text and have a brief, but self-explanatory title. The caption is placed above the tables. Abbreviations or symbols used in the tables must be explained either in the table caption or as a footnote. Example: Tab. 1 Surface, growing stock and 10-year harvesting volume in the studied object
Each figure and table must be submitted on a separate page.
Measurement units: the SI international system should be used. 
Scientific names: plants, animals and phytosociological units should be written in italics. 
Abbreviations: shall be explained appropriately when they are used in the text for the first time. 
Paper format: should consist of title and complete name(s) of the author(s), abstract (short summary of the whole paper), keywords (a maximum of 6 in alphabetical order). The main text of the scientific paper must be developed under the following headings: Introduction, Material and Methods, Results, Discussion, Conclusion, References, Author’s contact address. Results and Discussion can be presented under one heading. 
Citation. The family name of the first author followed by the year of publishing, e.g. (Pauling, 2005), (Pauling and Liu, 2004), (Paulig et al. 2004).

References: should be a list of refereed sources arranged in alphabetical order according to the surname of the first authors. Literary sources should be cited in the original language and be familiar with APA style. Only papers cited in the text should be included in the list of references.  Examples:

Work in periodical:

Author’s contact address: should include the postal address, telephone and fax number, and e-mail of the corresponding author.
